A thank 
you went out to Teri Ashworth and Jane Johnson for their past 10 years of being co-leaders of Vacation   
Bible School. 
 
Fellowship Advocate , Kristi Pesch, thanked everyone for allowing her to have this experience. 
 
Outreach Advocate , Layne Vinje, discussed the many pages in the annual report showing that we have a 
lot of outreach at Hosanna. 
 
Support Advocate , Karl Dirksen thanked all of his team members.  A question was asked about the    des-
ignated gifts report and where we could find that information. Lou Hermansen will suggest having it        
published in the future annual reports.  Alice Kub has a specific list, but it wasn't published in this Annual 
Report. 
 
Worship Advocate , Pam Fullem, thanked everyone for the opportunity to serve as the Worship Advocate. 
 
COMMITTEE REPORTS 
 
Audit Committee:  Keith Johnson said we are doing a good job. 
 
Business and Financial Committee: Ron Fess thanked Alice Kub and Paul Anderson for the good job 
they do to keep our financial records accurate.   
 
Memorials and Trust Committee: Barb Schepp thanked everyone for helping.  Elna asked a question 
about having envelopes at a funeral that would have something printed on them to indicate where to direct 
memorials.  Kristi Pesch will look into this. 
 

Personnel Committee: Kelly Gangelhoff shared that the Personnel Manual was updated. 
 
Properties Committee: Lou Hermansen thanked them for their hard work especially the nice floors in the 
bathroom, the tower demolition and waterproofing, and the installation of the new projection screen. 
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NEW BUSINESS 
 

A new staffing plan was discussed. With the  resignation of Pastor Rist, we need to answer the question,      
" what are the needs of Hosanna's ministry?"  An opportunity has arisen and Hosanna has applied to be 
part of an  internship program to take on a new mission to help develop a new pastor for the community. We 
will enter into an agreement in February for a 1/2 time, 2 year position.   
 

In addition, the Director of Youth will increase to full time to help with confirmation. It was also considered to 
incorporate a full time organist position into the Director of Music responsibilities. Nancy Wales turned down 
the increase in her position, because she did not want to be Hosannaôs full time organist. It was therefore 
decided that her position would remain at 3/4 time and we will hire an additional part time organist.   
 

Connie Ness asked about the internship process and Lou Hermansen explained how the process works.  A 
discussion was held about what the intern can/cannot do and how we will support an intern and how the 
internship committee will work. The congregation was asked to think about if our size needs one or two   
pastors at Hosanna and if we can afford it.  Support for the internship program was noted. 
 

Pastor Meiers informed the congregation that Pastor Rist has resigned from the roster of the ELCA. The 
Bishop will come to Hosanna to have a discussion about this. 
 

Adoption of the 2011 General Fund Budget  
 

Tom Phillips made a motion to accept the 2011 church budget as submitted.  Roxanne Darnell seconded. A 
discussion was held on the principle and interest on the mortgage.  We are using the extra money from the 
Capital Appeal to pay down the principle. $20,000 was paid in 2010.   
 

Arne Mork brought up a question about the Pastor's Discretionary Fund. It isn't broken down anywhere in 
the annual report.  Last year, $2,666 was used and $1,200 is budgeted for this year.  A new system, city 
wide, is being used to enter names and what kind of help and referral sources are given for people coming 
to ask for help. This is kept track of and we served 54 plus people last year.   
 

The motion to approve the 2011 Budget was then voted on and approved.  
 

Election of 2011 Leaders  
 

Scott Strand thanked the congregation for stepping up to serve.  Karl Dirksen made a motion to elect the 
leaders for 2011.  Betsy Will seconded it and it passed. 
 
A motion was made to adjourn the meeting. Elna Knudsen seconded the motion, and the motion was      
approved. 
 
Our closing devotion was the Lordôs Prayer, which was led by Pastor Meiers.

Reflecting on the 2011 Hosanna Lutheran Church year, there have been many faith-building challenges 
and fun experiences in the youth program. This year has been filled with outreach, strengthened        
friendships and faith. This program would not be possible without help from our wonderful Youth Team: 
Terri Ashworth, Barb Schepp, Karla Weis and Dan Wildfeuer; and the many volunteers throughout the 
year. Thank you all! 
 

The main focus for 2011 was the Summer Servant Trip to Flathead Lutheran Bible Camp in Montana from 
July 1-10. With 13 youth and 3 chaperones attending, a large percentage of time was spent preparing, 
fundraising and planning for this exciting opportunity. The fundraisers and amount raised from each       
include: Christmas Greenery, $374.43; Herbergerôs Coupon Books, $511.67; Annual Meeting Luncheon, 
$435.00; Variety Show and Dinner, $876.00; Ash Wednesday Soup Supper, $372.06; Rummage Sale, 
$1,295.28; and Easter Breakfast, $588.63. Many other donations from Hosanna individual members and 
Thrivent also helped to make this trip possible. 
 

Preparation for this experience included travel plans, organizing meetings, arranging and executing      
fundraisers, faith-growth aspects, planning the youth-led worship service and coffee hour on the Sunday 
following the Servant Trip, and many other wonderful tasksðand it was all worth it. This was the first-ever 
mission trip for 7 of the 13 youth who participated. Every youth returned to Rochester having been        
affected in a unique way by this experience. A special óthank-youô goes to the Hosanna members who 
supported the youth through your donations, volunteering, prayers and loving kindnessðyou helped make 
this fantastic experience possible! 
 

Programming for youth ministry at Hosanna offers faith-building, social and outreach opportunities. One 
main programming piece is the Sunday Evening High School Youth Group. This is a bi-monthly event that 
offers youth a time away from the general demands of life to spend in growth and fellowship with other 
young Christians. In addition to youth group, many social activities have been offered over the past year 
for both middle school and high school youth. Activities included:  restaurant outings, a ski/snowboard 
event, pizza parties, snow tubing at Ironwood Springs, a spring-fling party, an Agape concert at Gloria 
Dei, summer softball with youth from Our Saviorôs Lutheran, an outdoor movie night, zip lining and a    
bonfire at Ironwood Springs, a fast food progressive dinner and a white elephant Christmas party. In 2012, 
we are excited for many new opportunities and a chance to enjoy some of the same ones too. 
 

Service and outreach is also of huge importance to the youth. Opportunities included: volunteering at 
Channel One Food Shelf and the Dorothy Day House; monthly service projects for the Confirmation small 
groups; the óFood for Kidzô fill; assisting at Samaritan Bethany nursing home; and participating in the 
Cardboard Box City event, where youth slept in cardboard box structures at Soldierôs Field Park to raise 
awareness about homelessness and to raise money for IHN, Dorothy Day and the Salvation Army. During 
the month of March, youth age 3 ï grade 12 had a óMac óNô Cheese Challengeô and collected 301 boxes 
of macaroni and cheese, which were donated to Channel One. A new outreach activity the youth took on 
this fall is selling cinnamon rolls one Sunday a month. They charge $1 per cinnamon roll, and all of the 
money raised is donated to the ELCAôs malaria campaignðbetween October and December, $240 was 
collected. In October, 7-12 grade students donated money to ñFood for Kidzò with the óbuck-a-bagô                    
contestða total of $156.55 was collected. This was also the 3rd year the youth participated in the World 
Vision 30 Hour Famine. As a part of this event, the youth had a lock-in at the church, where they fasted 
for 30 hours to raise awareness about the problem of world hunger. They also raised $464 in funds to 
support World Vision, and these donations helped to feed and care for poverty-afflicted children all around 
the globe, including within the United States. The youth have also served the Hosanna congregation by 
leading worship services 4 times this year. These youth-led services included a mid-week Lenten service, 
Youth Sunday in the spring, Mission Trip Sunday (the Sunday following their experience at Flathead     
Lutheran Bible Camp in Montana) and a Sunday morning Advent service. Leading these services is a 
great opportunity for the youth to share their amazing gifts with the Hosanna congregation and to grow as 
leaders in the church.

A big part of my schedule included faith formation activities. In 2011, these activities included               
Confirmation, coordinating trainings/huddles for Small Group Guides, Confirmation Camp, organizing and 
facilitating the 3rd grade óMy Bibleô sessions, Vacation Bible School, First Communion and the First      
Communion Training Workshop, assisting with the Sunday morning High School Huddle, assembling the 
monthly Youth Newsletter, coordinating and facilitating monthly Youth Team meetings, and attending 
weekly staff meetings. I also participate in networks outside of Hosanna that are helpful in this ministry. 
One of these is the SEMN Synod CYF (children, youth and families) groupðwhich is specific to the ELCA 
and is helpful in receiving a variety of information regarding programming for youth and children. Another 
group is the Rochester Area Youth Ministerôs Network (RAYMN)ðwhich is an inter-denominational       
discussion group that also plans youth events for the Rochester Area, such as óSee You at the Pole.ô This 
past year was also my 3rd year as a member of the Rochester Chapter Thrivent Board, on which I served 
as vice-president for the past two years. This was a great opportunity, not only to connect with Thrivent, 
but also with other youth groups in our local chapter. 
 

One main project that began this fall and will run through the 2012 year is the 2012 ELCA National Youth 
Gathering which will be happening from July 17-23. 14 youth and 3 chaperones will be traveling by bus to 
New Orleans, LA for a week of service, learning and worship.

¶ The use of more variety during Small Group Time (dancing, crafts, food art, readersô theater, and  
       instruments.) 
¶ Adding in music time for 3-year-olds to Kindergarteners 
¶ Adapting parts of the opening as needed 
¶ The use of 4th ï 12th graders to perform readersô theater during some of the openings 
¶ Dismissing the youngest students a little early from the openings
